It’s possible the new system will be completely ready for use January 1, 2009.

Charlotte gave an informative presentation about a new deposit product being rolled out by banks called “In Office Deposit Manager”.  It allows instant deposit of checks to the bank via a small scanner (provided by the bank) connected to your computer.
