The minutes of the previous meeting were approved as submitted and the financial report was accepted.
Donna Wall stated that the procedures manual is on hold at this time because Charlotte Davis is out on leave.  She will return to work part-time in about a week.

Jim Arnold asked if the General Ledger could include the word “county” in the heading.  It currently reads “Phillips Treasurer”.  Kent said that can be done and the treasurer’s name can also be included.

Tim Stuckey stated that reports can be printed on letter size paper and it is still legible.  He said you have to go to properties and click on “print to fit” and it can be done on all reports.

It was noted, when entering data on a receipt, the receipt number is not visible when the information screen pops up.  Kent said that you can see it on the old system and he will make the changes to the new system.

Kent stated that everyone needs an up-date.  He also stated that the interest distribution report is not ready yet.  He also stated that when we want him to install the security procedure using a username and password just give him a call or send him an email.  This is a requirement that the State Auditors are pushing.  Kent stated that the date of the last up-date is at the bottom left hand corner of the opening screen and in the future he plans to have a button to click that will do an automated up-date initiated by the Treasurers.
It was suggested that, when setting up a new fund, the screen also include a procedure that will allow you to choose to include that fund in the interest distribution.  Kent said that that was a good idea and he would work on it.

Kent said that any report that you see on the screen in the new system is ready.  Kent was asked if the new system could be full screen size like the old system.  Kent said that it was not possible.
One treasurer asked if the info in the new system could be exported to Excel.  Kent said that he could set up a special file that can be exported to Excel but after the export, it would be up to the treasurer to manipulate the info and add macros because he has no knowledge of Excel.

Kent was asked if he could set up input of checks so that we can indicate the year.  The State Auditors need a list of checks written in the current year but are previous year’s expenses.  Treasurers also need the capability of running a report of that information.  Kent stated that it can be done but would take time.
One treasurer asked if the reports would print on both sides, leaving a header and footer on both sides to accommodate filing the reports in a binder without punching holes through the data.   Kent said that it could be done but would be very time consuming and the report would take a lot more pages.  He was curious as to how many treasurers print on both sides to give him an idea of the importance of the change considering the amount of time necessary to make the changes.  It was noted that at the meeting only one treasurer printed reports on both sides.
Kent ending by saying that he will install the new system when asked and will not force anyone to change over to the new system until ready.
