Also attending were Kent Wilson, Programmer/Analyst for Apprentice and Alan Jennings, Manager of Business Development for Apprentice.
The meeting was called to order by President, Judy Beth Hutcherson, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance recited by all.
The minutes of the July meeting and a current financial report were distributed and a motion was made to approve and seconded, none opposed.  The financials filed for audit.
Marlene Hite suggested that we go to see “A Christmas Story” at The Rep during our December meeting.   Everyone agreed.

Alan Jennings gave us a review of the new ATRAC website and announced that any new users of the Apprentice software will get their first year of ATRAC dues ($25.00) paid for by Apprentice. 
The “members” section of the website will forward any updates or changes, to the Treasurer’s Association website also.  Tim Stuckey was concerned that the option to make changes be password protected.

The “documents” section will have pages of our manual added to it as they become available.

Carol Self ask if we could have a place to receive notification of available updates.  Kent normally does this announcement via email and he prefers to receive email notifications from us when we are ready to convert to the new windows based operating system.

A new feature to the website is called a Forum.  Everyone needs to register, agree to the rules, set up a username and password, create their avatar and log in.  We can post questions by categories and it will save our responses for future reference.  It also has a search function to look up older posts.  Becky ask if we could cut and paste from other documents, the forum does allow it.
There is also a section which allows you to watch for your favorite topics and a section that lists active topics so that you can know what’s new since the last time you logged in.  Tim Stuckey ask about the feature called the Shout box, it works like a chat room.

Jim Arnold ask how many people could be logged on at once, Alan responded that it was designed to allow many users at once.

The “Getting to Know You” segment featured Carolyn Morrisett.  She is into scrapbooking and shopping.
The next segment of the meeting allowed us to ask Kent questions.

Carolyn ask about the check number placement on receipts.  This is a new feature on the windows program that can be set up various ways by each county to document the type of transaction (cash, check, direct deposit etc.).
Jim Arnold ask to be able to look up checks by vendor in a specific fund only.  Kent says he can make that work.

Donna Wall ask about the legality of having her signature print automatically through the laser printer.  No one seemed to know anyone who is currently doing this.

Carolyn Morrisett ask if the interest distribution feature was fully functional.  Kent replied, yes.

Kent said that some people are experiencing overlaps on the headings of certain reports; let him know if you need him to adjust your reports to correct this.
Becky Gattas ask if the Window page width could default to 100% instead of 76%, Kent will change this.  

Shelly Wilson requested that we have a monthly check report like the one we have for receipts.  When doing projected revenues it would help to have this information available.

Debbie Cross wanted the Windows transfer ledger to work the same as the DOS version concerning re-entering of data that stays the same.  This will work if you go to Files then Program Settings, and check the box listed Carry Transfer Data.

Thank you to Apprentice for providing lunch for today’s meeting.
